Greece Olympia High School - Code of Conduct


Because of the short amount of time we have to assemble and learn the material for this production, and because it makes use of a large number of participants, all cast and crew members must abide by a set of rules. These rules must be enforced to assure the safety of all members of the production. These are designed to be fair and productive and to make the best use of everyone’s time.
As a guideline, do not do anything you would not wish your parents to see, and do not do anything you would not want done to you.
All Production Team members (director, vocal director, choreographer, parent/teacher assistant) have the right to discipline a member who breaks the rules. Repeat offenders are subject to temporary or permanent expulsion from the program. Certain behavior is absolutely not allowed, such as:
· Committing an illegal act (i.e. stealing, assault, etc.)

· Use or possession of a weapon or an illegal substance

· Any type of harassment (i.e. verbal, physical, etc.) or continued disruptive behavior
· Damaging, defacing, or destroying any property owned by the facility, or another member.

· Any act that jeopardizes the safety of another member, production staff, or anyone else present in the facility.

Attendance is a major part of the commitment of a theatre production. The schedule will be distributed in a timely fashion to all cast and crew members and it will be constructed around conflicts as much as possible. Cast and crew members must submit all conflicts to the Director in writing as soon as they are known.

If three (3) scheduled rehearsals are missed that are not already known conflicts, the cast or crew member will be asked to leave the production. The offender will be warned after the second missed rehearsal.

Rehearsals. All participants are to arrive at rehearsals on time and stay for the duration of the time they are called. They should wear shoes suitable for dance (no flip flops, crocs or clogs). If proper dance-shoes are not worn, you will not be able to participate in dance rehearsal that day and will be asked to watch. You should always bring your script, a pencil, and a labeled water bottle.

While at rehearsal, all cast and crew members will be focused and attentive and willing to work the entire time. 

The Code of Conduct was created to assure the safety of all cast and crew members and staff and to promote a safe environment for learning the fundamentals of the theatre experience.  If you have questions and / or concerns regarding the Code of Conduct, please address the Director.

REHEARSALS 

After school rehearsals start at 2:30. Evening rehearsals start at 6:30. Saturday rehearsals start at 9:30. Be sure you are at the specified rehearsal location by that time and ready to work.

For all rehearsals, be sure to wear comfortable clothing, bring a water bottle with your name on it, your script/score, and a pencil.

For dance rehearsals, you MUST be wearing proper dance footwear (dance shoes, sneakers, tennis shoes, ballet slippers, etc). If you are wearing incorrect dance footwear (UGGS, Crocs, clogs) you will not be allowed to dance at that rehearsal and it will be counted as an absence.
