How To Prepare for the Audition

Audition Songs – please pick one song to sing for the audition. Pick a song that is most comfortable for your voice. Note that if you are interested in having a solo, you will be singing by yourself. Those interested in just chorus parts can sing in a small group. Singing isn’t just hitting all the notes right, but making the song interesting by acting it out and using facial expressions to enhance the song! The song does not have to be memorized, but it will help your confidence. You will be singing with the CD at the audition.

Audition Scenes – please pick one scene to use in the audition. The directors will choose a scene partner for you to work with. Pick the scene that you can have the most fun with and put the most character into. Do not try to duplicate the characters from the movie version of “HSM 2” – instead create your own exciting and energetic character! The scene does not have to be memorized but it will help since you won’t have a paper in front of your face during the audition.

Audition Dance – Remember that the important part isn’t getting every single step and arm movement correct, but to look confident while dancing and to look like you’re having fun!

In General – relax. Have fun. Show us what you can do. Help each other. And remember that your behavior is as much a part of the audition as your performance.

SCENE 1 (Sharpay, Ryan, Troy, Chad)

RYAN: What a gorgeous day! Hey, we're still on for "Humuhumu" rehearsal later, right?

SHARPAY: Right, but don't you think it's kinda hard to wrap your lips around all those Polynesian words?

RYAN: Hey, it'll be worth it when we win the Star Dazzle Award.

SHARPAY: Unless Troy and Gabriella beat us out again, like they did for the winter musical.

RYAN: Hmmm... who was it that got them hired? Oh, right: you!

SHARPAY: That was the old-new-old me. Now I'm the new-old-new-old-new me again... or something.

RYAN: Shar, it's just a stupid talent show. Who really cares about it. 

SHARPAY: It's not about the talent show, it's about them versus us!

RYAN: You mean you versus her.

SHARPAY: This is MY territory Ryan. I'm going to blow Gabriella off the stage and win Troy Bolton AND the Star Dazzle Award - which I really don't care about anyway.

RYAN: Yea, I can tell.

TROY: Hey, guys.

SHARPAY: Oh, look, Troy is going to be my new caddy! Isn't that fabulous, Ryan?

RYAN: Hi, Troy. Hi, Chad.

CHAD: Yo.

TROY: Hey, Ryan. I didn't know your dad owned the place. That’s like freaky cool.

SHARPAY: Yep, and he's in charge of the Alumni Committee at the University of Albuquerque, too. They help give out the scholarships.

TROY: Scholarships? For real?

RYAN: Beware the Dark Side, Luke...

[Sharpay's phone rings]

SHARPAY: Hi Daddy! Say hi, Troy.

TROY: Uhm, hi Mr. Evans!

SHARPAY: Daddy, this is Troy, the one I told you about. Right, he's the star of the basketball team AND the golf team, plus he's a fabulous singer. He's a triple threat, just like me!

CHAD: Hi, I'm Chad! I play too.

SHARPAY: Oh, that's a great idea, Daddy. I'm sure he'll think so too! See you later, kiss kiss! Troy, Daddy had the most fabulous idea that you should sing with me at the Midsummer Night's Talent Show!

TROY: I don't think that's in my job description, Sharpay.

SHARPAY: Oh, I know, but the Alumni Committee comes to the show every year, and they always look for well-rounded candidates for the really big scholarships.

TROY: Thanks, but I'm gonna pass.

SHARPAY: We're all in this together, Right Troy? [Ryan and Sharpay exit]

CHAD: Dude, she is so trying to get her hooks into you.

TROY: Nah. Pretty cool about that scholarship though, right?

CHAD: Dog, she thinks she can make you jump whenever she calls, but she don't know my boy.

TROY: Yeah, right?

SHARPAY: [From offstage] Troy!

TROY: Coming!

SCENE 2 (Fulton, Troy)

FULTON: Bolton, I need to speak with you. Bolton, you've been promoted to junior golf pro. Salaried job, no clocking in - 

TROY: Promoted? For real?

FULTON: It pays three times what you're currently earning.

TROY: Oh man, that's so totally off-the-hook! So I'll be teaching golf?

FULTON: To five-year-olds. Oh, the joy.

TROY: But I don't think I'm qualified.

FULTON: Just show the little angels which end of the club to hold, then run for your life.

TROY: I can do that.

FULTON: But wait, there's more: the board is granting you honorary membership status, including access to all club facilities.

TROY: Woah!

FULTON: I think you'll find some appropriate clothing in your new locker here. Questions?

TROY: Just one: why me?

FULTON: Evidently, Mr. Evans feels you have untapped potential.

TROY: How about Chad? He'd love a promotion too.

FULTON: I'll take that under consideration. Now, should you need help choosing your new wardrobe, fear not, our team of makeover elves is here for you.

SCENE 3 (Troy, Sharpay, Ryan)

SHARPAY: Troy, you look fabulous.

RYAN: Looking good there, Troy. 

TROY: Thanks Ryan.

RYAN: Love the shoes.

TROY: They're Italian.

RYAN: Mamma Mia!

SHARPAY: Troy, Daddy and the Alumni Committee will all be there, trying to decide about the big scholarships. If they saw you and me sing together, you'd nail that scholarship for sure! Isn't that fabulous?

TROY: Whoa, that's awesome. But I promised my friends...

SHARPAY: I don't know Troy, if you want that scholarship, singing with me is a no-brainer.

RYAN: Got that right.

TROY: Well... maybe I can do both.

SHARPAY: So you'll sing with me?

TROY: Yeah, sure, I guess.

SHARPAY: Promise?

RYAN: Sharpay!

TROY: Sure.

SHARPAY: Say, "I promise."

TROY: I promise.

SHARPAY: You all heard him!

RYAN: Troy, I believe you have a gaggle of angry pre-schoolers all sugared-up and waiting for you on the driving range. 

TROY: Gotta bolt. 

SHARPAY: What?

RYAN: Nothing. Just that the world does not revolve around you, sister.

SHARPAY: Yes, it does. And you're just jealous, brother! Sparkle!

SCENE 4 (Troy, Gabriella)

GABRIELLA: Nice jacket. University of Alberquerque?

TROY: It's a gift from Sharpay's dad. He fixed it so I could practice with the college guys today.

GABRIELLA: Wow! Go redhawks! Go Sharpay's dad!

TROY: I'll be back right after practice, then we can go to a movie or something. Promise.

GABRIELLA: Who? You, me and Sharpay's dad? [Smiling] Besides, we have the staff baseball game today. You promised to play, remember?

TROY: Is that today?

GABRIELLA: You promised to have dinner with me last night, too.

TROY: Uhm, I had to rehearse.

GABRIELLA: You need a good memory to keep all the promises you make, Troy.

TROY: What's that mean?

GABRIELLA: It means you don't seem to have a problem keeping your promises to Sharpay.

TROY: So that's it. I knew you'd be mad.

GABRIELLA: Why should I be mad? Because you're singing with Sharpay? Or because you're singing OUR SONG with Sharpay?

TROY: Gabriella, I'm really sorry about the talent show. I'll quit if you want me to, no problem.

GABRIELLA: [Relenting, since he apologized] Don't be silly. I mean, it's just a talent show.

TROY: I'm just trying to get that scholarship, you know?

GABRIELLA: Troy, you'll get it because you deserve it, not because you sing with Sharpay.

SCENE 5 (Ryan, Gabriella)

RYAN: Hey, Gabriella.

GABRIELLA: Hey, Ryan.

RYAN: Sorry you're not doing that song with Troy.

GABRIELLA: Thanks. Sorry about "Humuhumu." I really liked it.

RYAN: It's just a dumb old talent show, but Sharpay acts like it's America Idol.

GABRIELLA: Sometimes people do things without thinking about how it's going to hurt other people, you know?

RYAN: What really stinks is that I didn't just lose my dance partner, I lost my best friend.

GABRIELLA: Maybe it's time you made some new friends.

RYAN: Yeah, maybe...

GABRIELLA: Hey, why don't you come to the staff baseball game with me?

RYAN: Thanks, but I'm not an employee. I wasn't invited. 

GABRIELLA: I just invited you. Come on!

SCENE 6 (Troy, Gabriella, Ryan, Chad)

TROY: Hey.

GABRIELLA: Hey.

TROY: This your new dance number?

GABRIELLA: It's all due to Ryan.

TROY: Really.

RYAN: Hey, Troy, listen... I want to give you a heads up about my sister...

TROY: When I want your advice, I'll ask for it.

RYAN: Whoa. 'Scuse me for living.

GABRIELLA: Ryan's just trying to help you Troy.

TROY: I don't need his help.

CHAD: Yeah, well, we sure did when YOU didn't show for th baseball game. Ryan helped us win.

TROY: Yeah, so?

CHAD: So we voted you captain of the Wildcats not because you've got a good jump shot, but because you're the guy who's supposed to know what's up.

TROY: You think you got me all figured out? Guess what, bro, I don't answer to you.

CHAD: So how about answering to yourself?

TROY: So how about getting outta my face?

CHAD: Dude, I'm just trying to figure out who you are these days. 

TROY: I'm just me, bro.

CHAD: We've been like brothers since kindergarten. If I don't know who are you are, then who does?

TROY: The number looks great guys. Have fun.

GABRIELLA: Ryan, he didn't mean it. I'll talk to him. Come on, let's do it again. We have only a few days left to learn this. 

RYAN: Okay, from the top...

SCENE 7 (Gabriella, Sharpay)

GABRIELLA: Sharpay, I need to talk to you. RIGHT NOW.

SHARPAY: So?

GABRIELLA: So how could you get us kicked out of the show? And I don't just mean us, but your own BROTHER, who's worked incredibly hard putting together a great dance number for us?

SHARPAY: Don't lecture me about Ryan, given the way you've been holding Troy back from realizing his full potential.

GABRIELLA: What are you talking about?

SHARPAY: He's worried about his future, worried about college, and all I've tried to do is help, but you keep getting in the way.

GABRIELLA: What's that got to do with messing with our show?

SHARPAY: YOUR show? I think now. Besides, you only recruited Ryan because you're jealous of what I've done for Troy.

GABRIELLA: I'm not talking about Troy. I'm talking about my friends, your brother, my summer!

SHARPAY: You just can't stand the fact that I won.

GABRIELLA: What's the prize? Troy? Some dumb talent show award? You have to go through all this to get either one? No thanks, Sharpay. You're very good at a game I don't even want to play. I get it, this is your father's kingdom and you're his princess. So great, enjoy it. Me, I'm out of here. But you better step away from the mirror long enough to see the damage you leave behind you, before it's too late.

SCENE 8 (Sharpay, Troy, Ryan)

SHARPAY: Troy, there you are! Go change into your costume!

TROY: Sharpay. I'm not singing with you.

SHARPAY: What?! We're singing a duet, Troy. A duet means two people!

TROY: I'm an employee. Employees aren't allowed in the show.

SHARPAY: You're an honorary member.

TROY: No, I'm a waiter.

SHARPAY: Listen to me, there's a lot at stake for you tonight. The entire Alumni Committee is coming to see YOU Troy Bolton, thanks to me, Sharpay Evans!

TROY: If I deserve a scholarship, I'll get it. But I'll make my own future, Sharpay.

SHARPAY: What am I supposed to do?

TROY: Break a leg?

RYAN: Knock knock

SHARPAY: Ryan, thank God you're here. "Humuhumu" is back in the show.

RYAN: Au contraire, sis, I'm helping out my REAL friends tonight. May I take your order?

SHARPAY: Yes, I order you to sing with me!

RYAN: Afraid we're all out of that. How about some humble pie?

SHARPAY: But I need you!

RYAN: So do my friends. Break a leg, Shar.

SHARPAY: If one more person tells me to break a leg...

SCENE 9 (Troy, Chad, Zeke)

TROY: Hey.

CHAD: Hey.

TROY: Fulton gave me my old job back. 

CHAD: And?

TROY: And I told Sharpay I'm not singing with her.

CHAD: And?

TROY: And I know I've been acting pretty stupid lately. I've been such a jerk.

CHAD: A big jerk.

ZEKE: A really big jerk.

TROY: Yeah, you're right. Chad, you're my best friend. We're like brothers.

CHAD: Only one brother's been a big jerk.

ZEKE: He means you, Troy.

TROY: Thanks Zeke.

CHAD: Brothers are supposed to trust each other - watch each other's backs. 

TROY: But sometimes they fight, right?

CHAD: Yeah, and sometimes they get totally cut out.

TROY: But brothers say I'm sorry. I'm sorry Chad. 

CHAD: Come here, Jerk.

ZEKE: He means you, Troy.

TROY: Thanks, Zeke.
